What’s Happened?
Researchers from Eindhoven University of Technology, including Samuel Ward, propose a strategic, value-led approach to fusion energy focused on aligning R&D with market needs, pursuing parallel innovation and securing lithium-6 supply chains. Instead of traditional, linear science-led roadmaps, they advocate for fast, iterative cycles with diverse machine prototypes delivering early value (e.g., for heat or hydrogen), ensuring fusion is commercially viable and timely.
